4. Program Description： Through the continuous operation of the demonstration plant installed 

in our Koyasu Research Park, we have already successfully completed 
demonstration operation of Hydrogenation and Dehydrogenation. 
By utilizing this support program of NEDO, we will determine particular 
issues which we will have to solve and provide countermeasures 
against them in order to establish and smoothly operate the future 
Hydrogen Supply Chain utilizing the currently unused energy.  

In the phase Ⅰ, in order to verify the underlying technologies required 
for the smooth operation of the overall Hydrogen Supply Chain, we will 
study on scale up of the plants, durability of catalysts and overall 
operability of the Hydrogen Supply Chain.  
As to the challenges for the phase Ⅱ, we will decide after deliberately 
analyzing the outcome of the phase Ⅰ.
